sign this agreement within the framework of the General Agreement on Cooperation
between UNICA and PK of 13/04/2018, for the establishment of a jointly organized Italian-
Polish study programme aimed at obtaining:

- the Italian degree of Master In Environmental and Land Engineering
and
- the Polish degree of Master in Environmental Engineering.

§ 1. Study plan

1. The Faculty of Engineering and Architecture of UNICA and the Faculty of Environmental
Engineering of PK establish a jointly organized Italian-Polish study programme within the
Master’s programmes “Environmental and Land Engineering” of UNICA and
“Environmental Engineering” of PK.

5. A maximum of 5 students of PK study within the Master’s Programme in Environmental
and Land Engineering at the Faculty of Engineering and Architecture of UNICA. A
maximum of 5 students of UNICA study within the Master’s Programme in Environmental
Engineering at the Faculty of Environmental Engineering of PK. Both parties will evaluate
the chance of gradually raising the number of participants in future years, depending on
the first results of the programme.

§ 2. Qualification process

1. The annual selection of students to the study program referred to in §1 takes place:

a) at UNICA, during application to the Master’s programme in Environmental and Land
Engineering or in the first semester of the Master’s programme, and is made by the
following criteria:

- analysis of the Bachelor (1* level) career: final grade, duration, affinity;
- written motivation;

- certificated English language level;

- interview in English.

b) at PK, during application to the Master’s programme in Environmental Engineering or
during the 1% semester of the Master’s programme, and is made by the following
criteria:

- analysis of the application documents;
- interview in English.
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
